Explanation.— For the purpose of this clause, “temporary ceasing of operations” in relation an account
means the temporary suspension of all transactions or activities in relation to that account by the
reporting entity till such time the client complies with the provisions of this clause;

(i) if a client having an existing account based relationship with a reporting entity gives in
writing to the reporting entity that he does not want to submit his Permanent Account Number or
Form No.60, as the case may be, the client’s account with the reporting entity shall be closed and all
obligations due in relation to the account shall be appropriately settled after establishing the identity
of the client in the manner as may be determined by the regulator.’;

Government Departments, statutory or regulatory bodies, public sector undertakings,
scheduled commercial banks, financial institutions and listed companies and leave and
licence agreements with such employers allotting official accommodation:

Provided that the client shall submit updated officially valid document with current address within a
period of three months of submitting the above documents.”.
